Orthopaedic workshop department was started early 1960 as shoemaking section for leprosy patients footwear. In 1975 it was transformed to orthopedic workshop department.

Activities

There are three sections in the department:

a) Prosthetics – fabrication and fitting of lower and upper prosthetics

b) Orthotics – fabrication and fitting of calipers, static and dynamic AFO, KAFO, arch supporters, SFAB and spinal braces, hand splints, cervical collars, crutches, CP chairs, corner seats, wooren walker, standing frames etc.

c) Footwear – fabrication and fitting of  protective footwear to leprosy patients and other different types to the disabled persons. These includes open sandals with MCR, phastazote, kneelers, orthopaedig boots, shoe raise

d) Training programme – the orthopaedic manager was invited by the Rotary Club of Kamo - Nigeria and sponsored by the Rotary International (U.K.) to conduct six weeks training on Jaifur technonolgy at the national orthopaedic hospital – Dala – Kamo – Nigeria from 23rd April to 1st June 2007. Unfortunately due to the delay of the arrival of HDEP pipes and Eva sheets to the workshop the Rotary Club of Kamo requested the extension of the training to 15th June 2007.
